Trust in the Lord with all your heart, and lean not on your own understanding, in all your ways
acknowledge Him, and He will make your paths straight. Proverbs 3:5-6 (BSB)

God, I pray today that will trust You with all her heart even when she doesn’t
understand. God direct her path as she leans on You!

Do not be anxious about anything, but in every situation, by prayer and petition, with
thanksgiving, present your requests to God. And the peace of God, which transcends all
understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus. Philippians 4:6-7 (NIV)
